2. Submit Your Application & Documents
Applications are completed online. Create a Student Information System (SIS) profile and submit the student application via our
website:

Each application will have required supplemental documents, listed and linked within the online application. Both the online
application and its supplemental documents must be turned in to complete this step of submitting an application. There is a one-
time $125 non-refundable application fee. Preschool applications are accepted year-round. If you wish to enroll your preschool
child, please contact ACS Lion Cubs Director Cherry Gan at 626.574.0805 or email cgan@acslions to confirm space availability. When
ready, please contact Mrs. Gan and she will provide you with an enrollment packet.

3. Administrative Interview
Upon receipt and review of the completed application and required supplemental documents, ACS will
contact you to schedule an interview. School interviews are conducted with the family and campus
administrator. Secondary interviews are typically conducted as a one-on-one with the applicant and the
campus administrator.
